Each year Hertfordshire Scouts hold an `indoor cooking competition’; as only a small number of teams from each 
District can enter, we run a District Cooking Competition.  The winning team will have the opportunity to represent 
the District at the County Cooking Competition on the 8th February at Tolmers.   
 
The theme for this year is "School Dinners”.  Bring back the classics—reinvented, reimagined, or hilariously 
nostalgic! 
 
The theme is the same as for the County event, so the team that goes through can cook the same meal if they wish.  
The event will be a fun morning of cooking, open to all regardless of experience.   
 
Teams should consist of 4 Scouts (a smaller team may be possible, but we want to avoid larger teams as space is 
limited in the `kitchen areas’.  Scouts need to arrive in uniform at the allocated start time.  This will be between 
9:30am and 11am depending on when your serving time is. The meal must be ready for final judging between 
11:45pm and 1.30pm. Your start time and serving time will be allocated when you hand in your entry form.  All 
teams will have 2 hours preparation and cooking time. 
 
There is an entry fee of £5 per team.  Teams will need to share the cost of the ingredients between themselves.  
Your Scout leader will arrange this with you.  Please make any team entry fee cheques payable to “Stevenage 
District Scout Council”.   The deadline for entries is Monday 26th January 2026.  There will be a trophy for the 
winning team and a certificate for all teams.  If you have any queries, please don’t hesitate to contact me (details 
above).
